MOTORISED GOLF CARTS / MEASURING DEVICES / CADDIES
· CARTS: NO ‘A’ division player under 60 years of age may use a cart without a recent medical certificate from a medical physician – COPY TO GOLF UNION PLEASE.  
· A Div over 60’s and all B div competitors may use carts. Make arrangements with the host club by phoning 031 764 1492   
· MEASURING DEVICES: The use of handheld measuring devices is permitted. Such devices may measure distance only.  The use of wind speed, temperature or gradient fixtures are not permitted.
· CADDIES: Only official caddies may be utilised.

The field for the Championships will be limited to 90 contestants, played in 3 balls.  In the event of the number of entrants exceeding the stipulated field size preference will be given to entrants in the following order:
