Information & Conditions 

1. Format 
36 Holes Strokeplay held in accordance with the Rules of Golf as approved by the Royal & 
Ancient Golf Club of St Andrews and Local Rules approved by the Committee on Sunday 2 March 
2025.  
 

2. Prizes: 
Prizes will be awarded for: 
Best AM & PM Net 
Best Am & PM Gross 
Best Net & Gross Overall 
 

3. Registration 
Registration will take place on the day from 06h00. All players are required to report to the 
tournament registration table prior to play. 
 

4. Practice Rounds 
Competitors wishing to play a practice round during the week prior to the event can do so 
contacting the club on 033 347 1394. This is subject to availability and at a cost of R 350 for 
adults and R 250 for students / juniors.  
 

5. Motorised Carts 
This is a KZNGU sanctioned tournament - Golf carts are not permitted. 
 

6. Caddies 
Caddies are available and allocated on first come first served basis. No bookings will be made for 
caddies. 
Players may bring their own caddies. 
Minimum Caddy Fee: R 250 PER 18 HOLES excluding halfway meal. 
 

7. The field will be limited to a field size of 80 players. Should entries exceed the field size, 
preference will be given to Order of Merit Players, thereafter to the lowest handicapped golfers. 
There will only be one division. 
The Committee has the right to refuse any entry without given the reason for the refusal. The 
decision of the Committee as to the acceptance of or refusal of any entry shall be final. 
 

8.  The Committee reserves the right to alter the advertised times of starting times. 
 

9.  The draw will be available from 08h00 on Thursday 27 February 2025. Players shall start at the 
time laid down by the tournament Committee. 
 

10.  Anti-Dopping Policy: All competitors are subject to the provisions of the International Golf 
Federation’s Anti-Doping Policy. Detail of the policy and the current prohibited substances and 
methods are available from the International Golfing Federation’s website:

Competitors who are taking medication and are in doubt as to their clinical status should seek 
advise from SAGA not later than 30 days before the start of the tournament. Random testing may 
take place.
